The central  locking system locks
and unlocks all the doors, the
tailgate and the tank flap. It can
be operated with the remote
control or by turning the key in
the lock.
Operating the radio- 
activated remote control
Press the appropriate button for
about 1 second.
11 Unlocking button 
Open one of the doors or the
boot lid within about 60 sec-
onds, otherwise the vehicle will
lock itself again automatically.
22 Unlocking button for tailgate
Press the button for at least
1 second.
33 Locking button
The turn signals flash once 
to confirm that the doors and
tailgate/boot lid are properly
closed.
44 Folding out the master key
Press the release button.

Folding away the master key
Press the button and fold the key
away.
Note: Press and hold unlocking
button on remote control (or
turn and hold key in lock on 
driver’s door) to open all the
windows. Press and hold locking
button on remote control (or

turn and hold key in lock on 
driver’s door) to close all the
windows and the sun roof.
Warning: The doors and win-
dows cannot be opened from
inside the vehicle if it has been
locked from the outside.
Anti-theft alarm
The alarm system is automati-
cally sseett when the car is locked.
The alarm system is sswwiittcchheedd  ooffff
automatically when you unlock
the vehicle with the remote con-
trol.
Note: If you unlock the vehicle
by inserting the key in the 
driver’s door, the ignition must
be switched on within 15 sec-
onds, otherwise the alarm will
be triggered. If you unlock the
tailgate by turning the key in the
slot, the alarm will be triggered
iimmmmeeddiiaatteellyy.

Locking and unlocking the vehicle

Sun roof
Comfort setting
Turn the control until it engages
at position 22.
To tilt open
Press the control bbrriieeffllyy at posi-
tion 00 to tilt the roof all the way
up. Pull the control briefly to
close.
PPrreessss  aanndd  hhoolldd the control to
move the roof up to an inter-
mediate position. PPuullll  aanndd  hhoolldd
the control to move the roof
down.

Opening and closing
Turn the control to 11 to slide
open the sun roof and turn it to
00 to close it (the ignition must
be switched on).

Safety
Seat belts must be worn on
every journey, even on short
trips in town. This applies to the
front and rear seats. To ensure
that the seat belts, belt tensio-
ners and airbags are fully effec-
tive, note the following points: 

Children under 12 should travel
on the rear seat. They must be
protected by a child restraint
system which complies with the
European standard ECE R 44 and
is suitable for the child’s weight
and height. The safest place for
the child restraint system is 
behind the front passenger’s
seat. Make sure that the system
is properly secured. The retractor
mechanism of the seat belts 
can be locked to secure a child
safety seat. 
Please observe the notes in the
Audi Owner’s Manual and refer
to the manufacturer's instruc-
tions for the child seat.
Category 0 or 0+: For babies up
to about 9 months/10 kg and
infants up to about 18 months/
13 kg.
Category 1: For small children up
to about 4 years of age/18 kg.

Category 2: For children up to
about 7 years/25 kg.
Category 3: Children over 7 years
of age but less than 1.5 metres
tall are best protected by a 
booster cushion in conjunction
with the three-point seat belt.
Integrated child seat 
The integrated child seat is suit-
able for children in Category 1, 
2 or 3 over two yearsof age.
However, for children in
Category 1, the seat must be
used in conjunction with the
specially approved safety tray. 
Please refer to the instructions
given in the Audi Owner's
Manual.

Adjust seat and sit in 
correct position
The front seats should not be
positioned too close to the steer-
ing wheel or dashboard. Main-
tain a distance of at least 25 cm
from the steering wheel. It is im-
portant to sit in a normal, up-
right position and set the back-
rest so it is fully against your
back. The top of the head 
restraint should be at eye level
(or higher). Put your feet in a
comfortable position in the foot-
well.

Wear the seat belt 
correctly
Make sure that the shoulder
section of the belt is positioned
over the centre of the shoulder,
and move the lap section as far
down over the hips as possible.
The belts should always be worn
so that they fit tightly (see illus-
tration).

Manual shift programme
(Tiptronic) on vehicles with 
automatic gearbox
The Tiptronic program enables
you to change gear manually. 
To do this, move the selector
lever out of position DD into the
Tiptronic gate on the right. 
Press the selector lever forwards
briefly to shift up a gear, or push
the lever back to shift down a
gear.

The ride height is normally ad-
justed automatically to one of
the four settings, depending on
the road speed. The diodes flash
while the ride height is being
adjusted and light up perma-
nently when the new ride height
is reached.

Manual ride height adjustment
In addition to the automatic ad-
justment, the ride height setting
can be selected manually by
pressing the appropriate button.
Each time you press the button,
the ride height is adjusted to the
next higher or next lower setting.

Notes: Higher settings should
only be selected when the en-
gine is running. In certain cir-
cumstances, the automatic
mode will override the manually
selected setting, for instance to
lower the suspension at high
speeds. However, the automatic
mode will not intervene if the
low suspension setting has been
selected manually.
Take care when parking: the
vehicle height is automatically
adjusted according to variations
in temperature and loading.

Manual gearbox
Low Range off-road gearing
The Low Range off-road gearing
facilitates driving in difficult 
terrain and towing a trailer on
steep slopes. It can be used at
speeds up to 50 km/h.
If you exceed this speed, the
””LLOOWW  RRAANNGGEE”” display starts 
flashing and an acoustic warn-
ing is simultaneously given. You
should then reduce speed or
disengage Low Range.
Engaging Low Range:
LOW RANGE can be engaged
when the car is stationary, or at
speeds up to 30 km/h. Press the
clutch pedal all the way down
and press the LOW RANGE but-
ton on the left of the gear lever.
The ””LLOOWW  RRAANNGGEE”” display in the
instrument cluster will light up
to indicate that Low Range has
been engaged. Release the
clutch pedal.
Disengaging Low Range:
Press the clutch pedal all the
way down and press the LOW
RANGE button. The ””LLOOWW
RRAANNGGEE”” display will go out 
when LOW RANGE has been
disengaged.
Note: You can also disengage
LOW RANGE by pressing the
clutch pedal when switching off
the engine.
Warning: If you hear a warning
sound when the engine is 
switched off, Low Range has 
not disengaged properly. In this
case, start the engine again and
keep holding the clutch pedal
until the Low Range gearing has
completely disengaged and
””LLOOWW  RRAANNGGEE”” disappears from
the display.
